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The Executive Secretary of the Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD) and the
Director of UNEP-World Conservation Monitoring Centre (UNEP-WCMC) hereby agree
a framework for future collaboration to support the implementation of the Convention on
Bivlogical Diversity. '

Since the adoption of the Convention on Biological Diversity in 1992, UNEP-WCMC
has provided a range of support to both the CBD Secretariat and Parties. Most recently
this has included support in drafting the Global Biodiversity Outlook and in the
development and implementation of the suite of indicators for assessing progress in
achieving the 2010 target,

While the CBD Secretariat and UNEP-WCMC will continue to work together in further
development of the Convention, we will broaden our collaboration to bring the technical
and capacity building expertise within UNEP-WCMC to bear on the improved
implementation of the Convention.

We agree to establish a Steering Committee at our level to adopt a multiyear programme
of work aimed at supporting the parties in need of assistance, for the implementation of
- decisions of COP8 of relevance to the mandate of UNEP-WCMC.

The report on implementation of this agreement will be submitted on a regular basis to
the Conference of Parties of the Convention on Biological Diversity.

Multi-year Programme of Work for UNEP World Conservation Monitoring Centre
assistance in implementing the decisions of the 8" meeting of the Conference of the Parties
to the Convention on Biological Diversity

Background

On 27 March 2006, in the margins of the 8" meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the CBD
in Curitiba, Brazil, the Executive Secretary of the CBD and the Director of UNEP-WCMC signed
an agreement on a framework for future collaboration to support the implementation of the CBD.
In order to implement this agreement, both parties committed themselves to develop a multi-year
programme of work for the implementation of decisions of COP 8 of relevance to the mandate of
UNEP-WCMC.

In line with the agreement between CBD and UNEP-WCMC, this programme of work broadens
the current collaboration between UNEP-WCMC and the CBD Secretariat and Parties in order to
bring the technical and capacity building expertise within UNEP-WCMC to bear on the improved
implementation of the Convention.

UNEP-WCMC has been supporting the CBD - both the Parties and the Secretariats — for many
years and has also been working extensively with other conventions such as CITES and CMS,
including on developing synergies between conventions. A particular focus of UNEP-WCMC’s
assistance has been on building the capacity of Parties to implement the conventions. This is in
line with the Bali Strategic Plan for Technology Support and Capacity-building and the mandate
for UNEP, provided by the Governing Council/Global Ministerial Environment Forum at its 23
session (decision 23/3), to implement the Bali Strategic Plan.

Aim

The aim of this document is to set out a programme of work between now and CBD COP 9 (plus
two activities to be finalized prior to COP 9 for implementation prior to COP 10) that identifies
how UNEP-WCMC, through its technical and capacity-building expertise, will support the
Secretariat and Parties in the implementation of the Convention and in particular the decisions of
COP 8. The programme of work also identifies the role of the CBD Secretariat in the
implementation of mutually supportive activities.

Structure

This document consists of three sections, each covering a number of programme areas with
identified activities. Section I refers to areas of work in which the role of UNEP-WCMC is
explicitly recognised in COP 8 decisions. Section II covers other key areas of work. Section III
addresses supporting activities for the implementation of the multi-year programme of work. Note
that the programme areas are not only restricted to COP 8 decisions, but also take into account
earlier COP decisions relevant to the work of UNEP-WCMC.



Section I: Areas of work in which the role of UNEP-WCMC is
explicitly recognised in COP 8 decisions

Programme Area 1 — 2010 indicators

Activity 1.1: Facilitate and promote the further development, testing and delivery of the full
suite of 2010 indicators, including linkages between the 2010 indicators and the MDGs, and
contribute to capacity-building on biodiversity indicator development at multiple scales

Responding to COP decisions VIII/15 and VII/30, and taking full account of SBSTTA
recommendation X/5 which make explicit reference to the role of UNEP-WCMC and to
decision VIII/15 which makes explicit reference to the 2010 Biodiversity Indicators
Partnership that UNEP-WCMC has convened. This also responds to decision VII/32.

The Secretariat of the CBD shall be a partner in the forthcoming GEF-funded UNEP project
‘Building the Partnership to Deliver the Global 2010 Indicators’. In particular, the
Secretariat shall play a full and active role as a member of the steering committee for
implementation of the project.

Activity 1.2: Support the development, testing and delivery of indicators where UNEP-
WCMC has been identified as having a particular role

SBSTTA recommendation X/5 as endorsed by COP decision VIII/15 identified UNEP-
WCMC as a key player in delivery of several indicators. Particular focus will be placed on
protected areas and sustainable use, while UNEP-WCMC will continue to play a strong
role in other indicators including extent of ecosystems, species trends, certification and
connectivity.

Activity 1.3: Support the development, testing and delivery of new indicators yet to be fully
elaborated

Responding to COP decisions VIII/5, VIIVLS, VIII/23 and VII/30, and taking into account
SBSTTA recommendation X/5. Particular focus will be placed on indicators for
biodiversity in use for food and medicine, and incidence of human induced ecosystem
Jailure (and potentially for Article &, progress in implementing the strategic plan and
technology transfer, depending on the kind of assistance required).

Programme Area 2 —Protected Areas and the Programme of Work

Activity 2.1: Further develop the World Database on Protected Areas, and its access and
informational management tools for data sharing / exchange, so as to ensure its value in
reviewing impiementation of the programme of work on protected areas
