INDICATIVE LIST OF POSSIBLE NATIONAL ACTIVITIES TO MARK THE
5™ ANNIVERSARY OF THE PROTOCOL

Issue a press release, incorporating some elements from the press release of the
CBD Secretariat and the statement of the UN Secretary-General.

Organise a news conference addressed, for example, by the Minister responsible
for biosafety and/or other high-level officials.

Set up a public exhibition of biosafety educational/awareness material at relevant
events or public displays at strategic locations (e.g. office lobbies or libraries).

Organise school essay and poster-painting competitions/colouring contests, slide
presentations; and award prizes (e.g. t-shirts, pens, etc) to the winning
students/classrooms.

Prepare and pitch local newspapers to publish articles on the Protocol.

Organise national workshops or panel discussions to share information and
experiences on the implementation of the Protocol at the national level, including
the development and implementation of national biosafety frameworks.

Arrange on radio and TV panel discussions on the safe use of biotechnology, the
role of the Protocol and the status of its implementation at the national level.

Arrange to have a biosafety-related documentary broadcasted on national
television.
