The Bureau of the Conference of the Parties to the Convention on Biological
Diversity, at its first meeting held on 4™ October 2008 in Barcelona, Spain, has reviewed
the decisions of the ninth regular meeting of the Conference of the Parties (COP-9) with a
view to assessing the funding requirements for the execution of the decisions over and
above what has been approved by COP-9 in it core budget and voluntary (BE) Trust Fund.

Attached is the list of COP-9 decisions that have been identified as being
underfunded in the COP-9 budget.

In order for the Secretariat to implement these COP decisions, it is estimated that an
additional US$1.8M in voluntary contributions will be required. It would be greatly
appreciated if you could indicate to the Secretariat as soon as possible whether your
government would contribute funds for this purpose and if so, the amount of the pledge.
